Child in Need (CiN) – A Child in Need (CiN) is any child thought to require additional support by the local authority. See: https://www.hull.gov.uk/children/children-need 

Child Looked After (CLA) – A Child Looked After (CLA) is a child who is under the care of the local authority. See: https://www.hull.gov.uk/general-advice-support/looked-children 

Child Protection – A child under a Child Protection Plan is one for whom the local authority has determined there to be particular concerns, such as a significant risk of harm or neglect.

Continuing Care – A child may be eligible for a Continuing Care package should they have complex health needs. See: https://hullsendlocaloffer.org.uk/money/continuing-care-children 

Education, Health, and Care Plan (EHCP) – A plan which sets out the child or young person’s education, health and social care needs, and the provision they require to achieve outcomes. See: https://hullsendlocaloffer.org.uk/education/statutory-assessments-reviews/3 

Evidence – evidence can be submitted by any party as part of the annual review; however, it is not always the case that this evidence will be used to inform the plan. For example, the evidence may be submitted by an individual without expertise in the area in which they are making comment, or the evidence may not indicate a significant change of need or provision.
